N September 13, 1913, it began to rain. It wasn’t a com- 5

mon, ordinary rain; if it were it would not be mention- 2

ed here. The first drops fell about 10 o’clock and the [

last at about 12. In those two hours the streets were |

all flooded ; the canal burst its banks in several places;

cellars were completely filled ; the railroad tracks were washed out

in many places and the bridges on the county roads around Price

were torn from their cement abutments, leaving us, temporarily
at least, completely marooned.

That was the damage wrought by this rain, but to every cloud
there is a silver lining, and there was a silver lining to this one,
for while it was raining, the Class of 1917, some 42 strong, was
born. We were, one might say, literally rained into existence.
Such was the birth of the most extraordinary class of the most
| extraordinary school in the state.

The first few months in our new surroundings were spent as
with all yearlings, in getting “the hang of things.” We were
green; perhaps some of us carry a little greenness yet. Our ac-
tions must have amused our more advanced clagssmates even as
the capers of Oscar Hansen and the flirtations of Elizabeth Crock-
ett today amuse us. On one occasion we were having a group
picture taken, and were lined up on the front steps. The photo-
grapher was just ready to press the bulb, when some Sophomores
who had made their way to the top of the building, emptied about
three buckets of slacked lime onto our heads, completely spoiling
the picture.

But such treatment didn’t last long; we soon took the bit in
our mouths and commenced running things to suit ourselves,

We gave dances and entertainments, and went so far one time as
to form a parade through the streets of Price. At the head
marched two drummer boys; after them came a couple of burros,
appropriately labeled “Seniors;” behind these marched a sedate
cow with one good eye and a sign dangling from her horns, “Please
Help the Blind.” On her back was a blanket bearing the words,
“Juniors.” Back of this, drawn on a little wagon was coffin carry-
ing a dead cat to represent the Sophomores. The girls of the class
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brought up the rear, singing songs and cheering. The boys who
were not engaged in the parade marched at the sides, each with a
can of lampblack to repel any foe. There were many attempts to
break the parade up, but we were invincible and succeeded in
touring the city without a mishap.

So passed our Freshman year, full of pranks we’ll never for-
get, and then, as September, 1914, rolled around, we entered as
Sophomores. By this time several members of our class were
made Student Body officers, rather unusual for one’s Sophomore
year. When we entered as Juniors, practically every Student
Body officer came from our class, a thing few others can boast
of. Both Sophomore and Junior years were filled with work, the
hardest coming in our Junior year when we gave the Prom. Those
who attended will never forget it and those who missed it will

always remember.

Full of active life, full of the hardest work, full of the deepest
joy and sweetest pleasure; what a time those two years were!
One might say that so quickly did they go they were as the wings
of night, and we went to bed one evening as Juniors, to wake up
as dignified, full fledged Seniors.

Our class has shrunk from a membership of 45 to 25.

Another change: With the name Seniors we have inherited that
proverbial Senior dignity.

There is not much more to say for the present; here we are
twenty-five strong. We have passed the hardest examinations
ten teachers could think of, and as a result we are here. Isn’t it
queer that so far in this article no word has been said about our
classroom trials?

It is a wonder
some of us are not gray headed trying to think what kind of a
reaction a mixture of calcium sulphate and hydrogen chloride
would give.

o Q that just the year previous our team had won second place in

G the state contests was an incentive for this year’s forensic Glad-
> iators to do their best. With only one old member on the team,
work was begun to establish the affirmative side of the ques-

tion, “Resolved, That the several states should establish a schedule of mini-
mum wages for unskilled labor.” The team, unfortunately, did not have a
single debate at home. The first contest was with the Emery Stake Acad-
emy in Castle Dale on March 13th. It was an interesting contest and both
sides showed fight, the final decision being 1 in our favor. Two weeks
later the team and Coach Ellertson left for their trip to the reservation,

where they were to meet the Duchesne High School and the Uintah Academy.
After two days and nights of sleepless travel, they arrived in Roosevelt, and
found that if there was to be a debate local judges would have to be chosen.
The result was that Roosevelt won, unanimously. The following night at
Vernal the Uintah Academy won 2-1. The debate was delayed for an hour
waiting for a judge to come from Roosevelt, but he didn’t come and again we
had to accept local judges.

In spite of these two defeats, the team was not entirely discouraged, but
came home and prepared for the last struggle with the Sunnyside M. I. A.
team. Back where disinterested judges could be secured, our boys won a
unanimous decision from the strongest team they had yet faced.

Word was received shortly afterward that all high school contests had
been abandoned in Salt Lake City because of war, so further work was
dropped. The season has been far from unsuccessful. We won two debates
and lost two—won six judges and lost six. Coach Ellertson and the team
members are confident that under more favorable conditions, such as might
have been obtained had the team gone to Utah county instead of to Uintah,
every debate and every judge would have been won. As it is, the school will
have two members of the team back next year and has bright prospects of

an even better season.

Lincoln Birthday Orations

The Thanksgiving contest this year had but two entrants, Orlando Lang-
ford and Glenn Harmon, but it lacked nothing to make it interesting and ex-
citing. The speeches were delivered in chapel and a suitable program was
rendered also. Langford spoke on the life and character of Abraham Lin-
coln and pointed out the beautiful lesson his acts taught. Harmon had as his
topic, the Reconstruction to come after the present war, and he showed how
the life and character of Lincoln would affect it.
