Dear Friends:

My work in the hospital corps is in the taking care of the sick. I am not
doing work in the hospital but am in an outpost where they call the hospital
unit a sick bay. We have sick call at 8:00 every morning throughout the year,
where the boys that are sick, or not feeling well get medical aid. We have
doctors that look the patients over and give the treatment. The patients then
come to us three times a day for the treatment. The hospital corps branch is a
very nice branch to work in for all those that like nursing of the sick.

As this is one of our busy days I am forced to close for this time as the
Censor is very busy also, I remain.

Dear Old Friends:

Isn’t it wonderful, the change a short period of time will bring? It seems
but a short time since the Class of ’17, some twenty-five strong, was madly pre-
paring with the rest of you for Commencement week, and it seems but yester-
day that I was myself with you, helping with the preparations for that Emery
Clash and the trip to Huntington. But it has been a full, long year since we
were all together under the old roof, and it has been the longest three months
of my life since I saw one of your faces. If it were not a confession of weakness
I might admit that I have been pretty hungry at times for the old crowd and
old srroundings. I do not know what I would do without the Annuals and the
Carbons I brought to keep me company. Our class is scattered all over the
United States now, but there is one link that binds us together, and that link will
grow stronger with time.
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I suppose you will be a hit interested to hear about “war time Washington.”
It certainly is very interesting place, and is really quite war-like, At night
the searchlights from the navy yard are playing over the caiptol dome, and

about every other day the air is full of flying machines. 7The streets are
thronged constantly with soldiers, sailors and marines, who are either here
working or seeing the sights before going “over there,” There are also quite a

number of British soldiers and aviators, and once in a while a Scotchman in his
kilts, The French, also are represented, In fact there are more uniforms seen
here in a day than I once knew to be in existence The clerks themselves con
stitute a city larger than Salt Lake. There will be some 250,000 when all get
here—mostly girls (Sounds interesting, eh?) The problem now to house
them, Accommodations are very poor and very expensive, but the government
is going to erect dormitories to make care of the overflow

As a whole Washington is one of the most beautiful cities in the United
States, It abounds in magnificient buildings and restful parks. It is a shame
e these parks cut up, but war's extremities have made it necessary in may
and mushroom office buildings are springing up almost overnight in every
direction, These will probably be destroyed, however, as soon as the war is
over, and the grounds restored to their proper us

I am a frequent visitor of the Congressional Library, the world’s most
heautiful building, and visit Congress nearly every afternoon. It certainly is a
great treat to hear the nation’s orators and see so many famous men, [ pass
the White House and the Treasury every day on my way to work, but though I
have seen many distinguished people in the act of calling on the president, I
have not yet had the honor of geeing him, You may believe it, however, I “have
my eyes peeled,”

So far I haven't said much about my work, mainly because there is not much
to say, That isn’t inferring, however, that we don’t work herc The job of
keeping tab on an army of 2,000,000, which is constantly increasing, is not to be
laughed at, We are engaged in search work mostly, keeping the folks at home
in touch with their soldier boys in cases where they have lost each other, and
getting data on deaths and war rigsk insurance cas Our government is very
obliging to the people left at home, It keeps a host of us busy just answering
questions, Some of the requests we receive for information are very funny and
hidious, but they are all pathetic, and we exhaust every source for the informa-
tion degired, especially where families are broken up. War is certainly a big
and terrible game, but it mugt be played, even to the bitter end

And now, in cloging let me say a word in behalf of my clagsmates; I know
they will indorse it, though I have no authority to speak We all have the in-
terest of Carbon at heart-—we all want to see it prosper, and if we work for it,
progperity is bound to come 5 yet no Alumni Association has been formed, It
should have been done last year, but in the rush it was overlooked. If the
Senfors this year, however, will take the initiative, they will find us all back of
them, There are enough graduates to keep an interesting and beneficial associ-
ation going an incentive, why not set a date for a grand reunion, say in
