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DEPARTMENTS

At the close of 1923-24, it is very evident that much progress has been made in all depart-
ments. The C. C. H. S. faculty is composed of specialists who have done most efficient work in
their respective lines.

Miss Miller and Mr. Williams have made the English Department a real instrument in cor-
rective speech as well as a place for the enjoyment of literature. Since instruction in English
reaches every student, it is most fitting that this subject should receive unusual attention.

Social Science has been given a separate department this year and under the guidance of Miss
Jensen has made itself prominent. Hereafter all students will be required to take two units
of work in this department.

New equipment has been installed in the Science Department, courses have been reorganized
and general science is assuming its rightful place in the curriculum. Mr. Brown deserves commenda-
tion for his work.

The Commercial Department of C. C. H. S. has grown to unusual strength and importance
under Miss Mallaney who has been with the school for several years and has labored whole-
heartedly for the welfare of all her students. Mr. Lambert has given the bookkeeping classes
new strength by tightening up on requirements. 8

Mr. White has charge of the Mathematics division of C. C. H. S. and has proved himself
most efficient in teaching what are often considered the difficult subjects of school.

Manual Training has been given a new lease on life by the revision of methods and instal-

lation of new machinery under the direction of Mr. Conrad. The spring exhibit showed that

some really good furniture has been made this year by the boys of this department.

Those who have visited Mr. Olson’s room realize what a completely equipped department
of art our school contains. The pieces left by the senior art students are making a very satisfac-
tory nucleus for a coming art gallery in which really great artists rather than mere students may
be represented.

Band and Orchestra have been given much attention by Mr. E. M. Williams of the Music
Department. He was also responsible for the creditable production of ‘‘Cherry Blossom.”

Several luncheons and banquets have testified to Miss Hurt’s efficiency in teaching Domestic
Science. And some of the hats and dresses which the girls are wearing show that sewing classes
have not been neglected.

The Public Speaking Department is well organized under the direction of Miss Stevenson.
Aside from the regular class functions, Miss Stevenson has put on a play and directed the
dramatic part of the opera, ‘‘Cherry Blossom.”” Debating is taken care of in this department.

Miss Stevenson also has charge of the girls’ physical education and the girls’ basketball team
which has played on several occasions.

The boys’ physical education is under the guidance of Mr. Blazzard, and has been most
successful. C. C. H. S. now engages in all athletic activities with this year’s addition of football
to the list. On the whole, Athletics have been very well managed in Carbon High.

The Junior High has always played some part in our school life and they are to be com-
mended on their work during this year. Mr. Harrison and Mr. Bird have charge of the Eighth
Grade, while Miss Gowans, Mr. Clegg, and Mr. Lee instruct in the Seventh Grade.

The part taken by the Junior High this year has been that of loyal supporters of school
activities. C. C. H. S. hopes that this loyalty will continue when the younger students have
been transferred to the Harding School.
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closes with twelve girls and twenty-five
boys who have adopted this place as their
official home.
