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piece was a little tricky for the shop to build, because it consisted of a cantilever

on a mobile platform, which required us to heavily weight the opposite side to

balance out the weight. It was made of steel and then wrapped in muslin. The
leaves were made of cheerleading pom-poms which had the perfect texture for
the leaves of a tree in the world of Dr. Seuss.
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When I thought about the circus scene, I automatically thought of one of the
illustrations from the book Oh the Places You’'ll Go! that reminded me of a circus tent.

[ took the shapes and made them into two soft drops that were used for the circus

tents. The process of getting these finished was quite difficult. Because they were
muslin drops, they needed to be stapled down to floor to be painted. This required
me to wait until the workers who were assembling the fly system went home at
night. [ would then staple down the drop and paint until five in the morning, [ would

give the drop two hours to dry while I slept, and then [ would return to the school to
