The past thirty-two years since the establishment of owr insti-
tution have scen the gradual development of chapel as a tra-
dition. We are not alope in this matter. The value of
chapel has long been recognized by such institutions as
Cornell which now spends hundreds of dollars even to import
ers from Eurgpe, while Stanford just erected, in the midst
Stanford square, an auditorium of a most reverential
atmosphere in which their chapel sexvices are held.

During the embryonie stages of this tradition at our institu.
tion students were granted voluntary attendance. In interest of
a hetter chapel however, attendange in.recent years has been
required. The question has now arisen as to why we should have
attendance required. The answer depends upon: the answer to
another question; why have chapel at all? I
The henefits of ‘chapel ave twofold. Tt helps to unite the s!u~
s and is therefore a champion of college democracy. Where
